Download and Use Instructions

Abstract Book “Print” Version

This file is a digital copy of the complete printed abstract book. There are no bookmarks in this file, but the abstracts can be searched using text search.
Abstract Book Digital Version
These four files provide a version of the abstract book that have been optimized for electronic tablets and smart phones. There are separate files for the oral presentations and the three poster sessions. These files include bookmarks for easier navigation.

Oral Abstracts
Oral abstracts have a two-level bookmark structure: The first level is by Date and displays an arrow pointing to the right. Select the arrow to open the next bookmark level which lists all of the Sessions for that date. Selecting a session opens the Table of Contents for that session. Click on an abstract number to view that abstract. Scroll forward or backward to see more abstracts in this or other sessions. Use the slider bar at the bottom to go through the abstracts quickly to get to a specific location. Once you get to an abstract you can use the normal mobile device methods for turning pages, zooming, searching, etc.

Poster Abstracts
Poster abstracts are divided into three files, A, B, and C. They have a simpler one-level bookmark structure since each of the three groups is staffed on different days. Each session has a bookmark that will take you directly to a Table of Contents for that session. Navigation is the same as described for Oral abstracts.

Download and Use
The general instructions below are for an iPad. Other mobile devices such as Android tablets, and smart phones are similar but may vary slightly.
· Ensure the correct Adobe Reader Mobile version is installed for your device. Free Readers are available at the Adobe website. Follow this link to download the right one. http://www.adobe.com/products/reader-mobile.html
· Click this link http://www.rnasociety.org/conferences/rna-2013/downloads/ to view available files. Select a file, Oral, Poster A, Poster B, or Poster C and the download should begin.
· The file will open in your browser but bookmarks and links are not active until you open it in the Adobe Mobile Reader

· Tap in the upper right hand corner and an icon that looks like an arrow should be visible. Selecting it opens a window showing a list of applications installed on your device that can open the file
· Select "Open in Adobe Reader"

· Two settings are available when viewing pages: Single Page or Continuous. Select Continuous so you can scroll in either direction, .otherwise you can only view one page at a time.

· Once the file opens, tap on the bottom right hand corner and the bookmarks icon will appear. Tap on the icon and bookmarks will be visible.
· After viewing abstracts in that session, tap on the bottom right corner to show the bookmark icon again and select another bookmark to go to a different date or session.
